In art this term we will be looking at printing 

and rubbing, the children will have 

opportunities to print using a variety of objects. 

We will also be looking at primary and 

secondary colours and how we can mix our 

own colours. We will also be learning new 

vocabulary in art such as Plate, Impression,

As part of our DT learning we shall be looking 

at mechanisms and how they are used. We will 

explore how to make mechanisms and how they 

are put together.   

As part of our new topic the children will begin to 

look explorers, we will be learning what 

explorers do, what transport an explorer would 

need. We will be learning about explorers such as 

Christopher Columbus, Dame Ellen MacArthur, 

Matthew Henson and Mary Kingsley. We will 

look at where they travelled.  

 

In Geography we will be looking at what it might 

be like to live in Shanghai and developing our 

knowledge of the local area. We will explore the 

difference between where we live and China, 

including the culture. 

In music we will be looking at 

tempo, the children will learn to use 

their bodies and instruments to 

identify different tempos in a variety 

of music genres. 
 

This term in PE the children will be able to 

build on their team skills, through lessons 

that include team-building games. They 

children will develop social skills through 

working with each other in different 

situations. They will also begin to develop 

their fundamental ball skills through team 

games and challenges. 
 

This term we will begin to learn 

about coding, the children will 

learn about algorithms and how 

to create precise instructions. 

They will learn about creating, 

debugging and logical 

reasoning.
