Geography:


To understand the nature of a river and how it changes on its journey from source to sea; to understand what happens as a river reaches the coast, including: estuaries, deltas, mudflats and salt marshes.


To use atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping to locate countries and describe features; Extend knowledge to include the location and characteristics of a range of the world’s most significant human and physical characteristics.


To learn the names of major world rivers and the continents they flow through and to begin to know some facts about major world rivers.


To begin to understand how the mountain ranges of the world were formed; to understand the composition of the earth: crust, mantle and core.


To describe and understand key aspects of physical geography, including mountains and volcanoes; to locate the world’s countries, using maps to focus on Europe and North and South America, concentrating on their environmental regions, key physical and human characteristics, countries and major cities; to identify the position and significance of latitude, longitude, the Equator, the northern and southern hemispheres, the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn and the Arctic and Antarctic Circle.


To describe and understand key aspects of physical geography, including coasts, cliffs and beaches; to understand the processes that give rise to key physical and human geographical features of the world, how these are interdependent and how they bring about spatial variation and change over time.








Science:


To identify the role played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature.


To understand the words evaporation and condensation and the part they play in the water cycle and to know why rivers are fresh water while the sea is salty.


To understand that materials can be classified into different states and begin to use simple practical enquiries and scientific evidence to support their findings


To orally present their understanding about solids and liquids to others


To answer questions about gas using evidence from scientific enquiries and to record findings using drawings


To read the temperature from a thermometer, including those below zero
