We recommend you look at the lists with your children and discuss what they might like to read as we do promote a love of reading and reading for pleasure is really important. 
Reading high quality texts will support children with their writing and reading. Through most texts they should gain a better understanding of punctuation, vocabulary and sentence structure. They should gain higher level reading skills, such as: inference (reading between the lines), understanding of meaning of words in context and retrieval.
Some of these websites have links to purchase the books – we are in no way suggesting you buy the books as the local library should be able to obtain some of them for you – or the children can look in our school library.
